The article reveals the results of a quantitative comparative research on country-level nationalism
indicators (based on the World Values Survey). It differentiates two relatively independent dimensions
of the phenomena: national commitment and multiculturalism and reasons their relative mutual
independence. It is demonstrated that solid difference between both dimensions of nationalism is
considerable major, than temporary one.
